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CQL is a complete language for defining logical inferences from medical datasets. Atlas Cohort Definitions are a quick structure-based definition to quickly and easily define a population set. Atlas Cohort Definitions operate on a series of primary event conditions, and followed on by initial inclusion events. Modelling the primary and additional event criteria as CQL defines, we can capture each event in parallel to one another. A final in-population definition can be defined as a set of existence conditions of the primary and additional event criteria. Concept definitions are resolved at creation time, although CQL has the capability to interface with fhir terminology servers to expand valueset definitions at run time. When translating Atlas Cohort Definitions to CQL, we have access to other various measure libraries available in CQL, as well as expanded cohort definition, allowing easier comparisons and metric tracking of many cohorts generated which heterogeneous tooling.
